When she was unable to walk and started feeling unwell. There was no caretaker and likely 

any support at locality.  After such incident, our volunteers were taken towards rescue and 

referred to MKCG Medical College & Hospital, Berhampur (Ganjam) Odisha. After discussed 

with the Hospital Superintendent, he refused to take care of the patient. Owing to, we have 

arranged two full timer attendants to look over and physical help unto reach normal 

condition of the patient. The Hospital authority had not taken any special interest towards 

treatments & care of the victims. We took regular health check-up and provide free Medicine, 

food; Blood, physical assistance etc. The ”PROGREESS “had taken all type of help for the 

victim without any supporting from Hospital/ District authorities. The matter had been 

highlighted in all leading Newspaper and Electronics Media in all over Odisha.  It is for your 

kind information.
